· Exchange students will stay in double rooms (two double rooms with a common bathroom) often shared with Polish students.

· Each room is equipped  with bed, desk and chair, wardrobe, shelves, pillow-case, blanket, bed-clothes, electricity, heating. You will need to bring your own towels.

· Each room has the internet connection (however you need to have your own computer). There is also an internet café nearby. 

· Kitchens are not equipped with pans, plates, cutlery etc. Therefore students should bring their own utensils. 

· There is a laundry room. One washing costs 2 zloty. However you need your own washing powder. 

· There is a kiosk in a dormitory which is open 7.00 am to 8.00 pm. Next to the dormitory a grocery store can be found. 

· There is a student restaurant. Costs vary between 10 and 18 PLN.

· Keys to the rooms are available at the reception desk, which is open day and night including weekends. 

· Students are asked to behave silently between 11.00 pm and 6.00 am. Those who don’t respect it might loose their right to live in a dormitory. 

· The dormitory is open non-stop. 

· While checking-in students should have with them their identity card, one passport photo (for the residence card) and money (monthly rate is approx. 350 PLN + 200 refundable deposit)

·  Students can freely have guests during the day.

· If students wish to guest somebody overnight they should have a written permission for it from their roommate/-s. Special application forms are available at Piast administration office.
· It is not possible to bring pets.
